Creating a % type ‘Marksbook’

Hereisan overview of how the Marksbook package wor ks and how you need to set up your %-
type weightingsfor thisapplication.

I’veused a class called ‘Year 11 Digital Media’ as an example. Follow the screen dumps below
with the notesto get an idea of how to go about setting up your mar ksbook for your % class.

Overview

For this class, we do a number of assessmentsin Semester 1, then a Semester 1 Exam, then a number of
Assessments in Semester 2, then an end of year exam. Here are the weightings for these assessments and
exams, so that, at the end of the semester, and again, at the end of the year, we end up with a mark /100,
so the Semester 1 and End of Y ear Reports can be produced.

Now you need to create a ‘final assessment’ that takes theresults and collatesthem according to
the ‘weightings’ that you assign. If you input ‘cutoffs’, it will also assign grades (A, B, €tc)

accor ding to those cutoffs. You need a ‘final assessment’ for Semester 1 —so you can do the
Semester 1 Report and then you need a ‘final assessment’ for the end of the year —to producethe
End of Year Report. (Wedon't have a separate ‘ Semester 2 Report’ for thisclassasit isa year
long subject).

Now you screen will look like this—with the * Semester 1 Report’ (or whatever you called it) on the
right-hand side of the screen. Click once on this assessment item to highlight it,, then click on the
Edit button to edit.



At long last —thisiswhereyou get to assign the weightings of the two types of assessmentsfor

Semester 1; ie Semester 1 Assessments (worth 35% over thetotal year, but at this point, ietheend
of Semester 1, actually accounting for 70% ) and Semester 1 Exam (worth 15% over thetotal year,
but at this point, iethe end of Semester 1, actually accounting for 30%). Follow the diagram below

to input your weightings.

Repeat this processto produce another ‘Final’ assessment; call it ‘End of Year Report’. Make sure

you select Semester




Repeat the *edit’ processto (1) select the name of the assessment (see below), then click on the
‘edit’ button.

Now —thefinal step; here’swhereyou can enter thetotal year weightings; see below. Enter the
cutoffsfor the grades.

Click on the ‘percentage’ tab in this assessment and see (as a per centage) how the student isgoing
with the Semester 1 A ents.



Find the assessment called ‘ Semester 1 Report’ —the ‘*holding spot’ for Semester 1 Results— on the
right-hand side of the screen; double-click on this assessment to open it. Notice that you can’t
ENTER results here; thisisthereport. Here you can see all the results, with final % for Semester
1 and Grades allocated accor ding to cutoffs.
